The building serves five different func-
tions; 

1.Operation Assist, provides food and cloth-

ing to those in need.  A medical equipment 
lending service is also available.  Open Mon-
day, Tuesday, and Thursday mornings from 
8:30 to 11:00. 

2. Ruth Project, is a faith-based organization 

dedicated to empowering immigrants, as well 
as assistance in USCIS documentation prepa-
ration and legal case management. Hours are 
Monday through Friday, 1:00 to 7:00 pm, and 
Saturdays, by appointment only, 11:00 to 
4:00.   

3. The RPM Game Room & Café is designed 

for the high school and middle school aged 
youth residing in McLennan County. Here local 
youth can meet, play games and enjoy each

focused on providing a location for the local 
college students to congregate and visit.  Cof-
fee, hot chocolate, iced tea, and fountain so-

das are served free to local college students.

Hoffman Hall; The 400-seat  Hoffman Hall has 

been designed to be used as an auditorium 

where W.O.F. can provide free musical concerts 

geared toward providing events that reach 

across spiritual and cultural boundaries for col-

lege & high school aged youth. 

 During concert events T-ǎƘƛǊǘǎΣ ƳǳǎƛŎ /5ΩǎΣ ǇƻǎǘŜǊǎ 

and other band paraphernalia will be made available 

for purchase by attendees.   Soft drinks and snacks 

will also be available for purchase.  This will help 

raise funds for WOF as well as increase the sales tax 

base which will benefit McLennan county.  We in-

tend to have once every two months a concert by a 

leading local artist which will not be a free concert.  

This will help raise funds for WOF as well as bring in 

even better talent.  We are currently getting volun-

teers on board for this effort.  Look for exciting 

events coming soon! 

The hall has been decorated with murals painted by 

local artist Cynthia Howard.  The murals are of local 

building icons.  

Hoffman Hall is also available for rent for events 

requiring an auditorium.
