is owned and maintained by the Waco Out-

reach Foundation. 

The building serves four different functions; 

1.Operation Assist, provides food and clothing to 

those in need.  A medical equipment lending ser-

vice is also available.  Open Monday, Tuesday, and 

Thursday mornings from 8:30 to 11:00. 

2. The RPM Game Room & Grill is designed for 

the high school and middle school aged youth resid-

ing in McLennan County. Here local youth can
